Rough River Dam State Resort Park is located near the dam creating a 4,860 acre lake. Rough River Dam SRP offers
some of the finest opportunities for fishing and water sports in the state. The park includes a 40-room lodge and 17
cottages. There is a 167-seat dining room, two conference rooms, swimming pool, gift shop, and boat marina. The park
is served by a 3,200 ft. paved/lighted airstrip, miniature golf course and a nine-hole par three golf course.
